Kefauver added that while this particular CP is being eliminated, there will be 2-3 new CPs that both lead to employment and serve as an entry point for all the health science programs.

· Summer Internship course

	B. Peterman explained that while the summer course was supposed to give students more clinical experience before they either begin working in the field or begin the AAS program, there are issues.  The main problem is that due to clinical site constraints, the students would not be able to complete the course in time to walk in May and be June graduates, which means they can walk in May.  This would make them December graduates who finished coursework in July.  Additionally, eliminating the course will mean that students will be able to take their national certification test right after May graduation which means they will be able to apply for jobs sooner than if they had to wait until December to graduate.  Students will still be completing 125 surgeries.  T. Jenkins recalled that the summer course was added to make CP students more marketable- how will that be addressed?  B. Peterman replied that in a later proposal she will be eliminating the CP as instructed by the accrediting body.  (The accrediting body is having all programs discontinue their CPs.) Having the AAS will make students more marketable.  L. Kefauver asked what other schools in the region have ST and how our discontinuing the CP before others might impact our enrollment.  B. Peterman stated that we are the only ST program in our region.  C. Kefauver asked if the 58 credit hour total was going to be compliant with Series 11.  B. Peterman clarified that she is adding a 2 cr hr math.  T. Jenkins asked about a Health CP to be the precursor to ST.  That is still in discussion.

	K. Herrington stated that transfer institutions are still seeking 11 hours of math / science.  She is removing one general elective and using a 2 cr hr math with other hours in parentheses.  Total program is down to 61-64 credit hours.
Remove one general elective to be in compliance with Series 11.  Total program down to 60 credit hours.
D. Cresap uses BA 109 in her Billing and coding MAS CP.  Can it be used in her AAS also?  S. Rychlicki stated that the skills in BA 109 are very similar to the skills in Math 86.  K. Herrington repeated D. Cresap’s question to which S. Rychlicki responded that BA 109 could be used in an AAS program as long as it is acknowledged as a college level math course.  Math 100 is not used by very many programs and could be discontinued if we could develop a Math Applications course.  BA 109 could be considered college level if prerequisites of Math 92 and 93 are added to it.
There was discussion of life sciences (Bio 110, 112, 113.  114, 115, and 117 in special combination to cover AS Science core) and physical sciences (Physics, Chem, GSC).  GSC was created when we had to accept it under the State Core Coursework Transfer Agreement from other state schools.  We began offering it so our students could benefit as well.  AS requires additional hours in Math and Science; this still allows students to take GSC.
