Kahl began by explaining that in an effort to reduce program hours to be in compliance with Series 51, she has changed the lab hour ratio so that students are able to receive both their gen ed and technical ed.  The change is from 12:1 to 8:1.  Fall clinicals were eliminated.  K. Herrington asked if the psychology course is needed earlier in the program.  It is not.  Some of the psychology content the students need to use in the clinical setting will be delivered in the beginning RAD courses.  N. Albert asked why ENG 101 is in the summer?  It could easily be added to the first spring to make a total of 16 hours.  Students then would not need to take anything over the summer – this is important for financial aid students.  M. Kahl agreed that would work. Clinical Practice 2-5 need to be renumbered since Clinical Practice I was eliminated.  N. Albert mentioned that the change of MATH 100 to MATH Core needs to be reflected on all of the MCGs.

	L. Kefauver explained that HCIT is a grant-funded skillset.  With the end of the grant period approaching in April of 2012, we had an opportunity to apply for a no cost extension if we modeled our training after that of the lead institution, Tidewater Community College.  The new skillset is 13 credit hours.  On the curriculum layout, inconsistencies in the credit / lecture / lab hours were pointed out.
K. Herrington stated that she is removing the Deaf History and moving Fingerspelling from first fall to second fall.  C. Riter initiated a discussion of deaf history content being incorporated into the Deaf Culture course.  K. Herrington said that she spoke with D. Wycherley and J. Leath about whether to remove science.  They both agreed that the background in science will prove helpful when a student needs to interpret in a science class in the school system. 
No discussion.
R. Lucki explained that the previous Health Care CP was discontinued because it was never designed as a certificate with which a student could find work.  This new Health Care CAS will be a precursor to all of the health science programs except nursing.  K. Herrington asked if he was sure he wanted to leave the Math Core instead of prescribing a Math course as in the case with the CNA CAS.  R. Lucki stated that he wants to leave the math choice open and students will be advised into math that is appropriate for their goals.  “Electives” should be changed to “Restricted Electives”. 
K. Silvestri explained that previously requested corrections were made.  There was discussion about the program being short on Gen Ed hours.  Removing MGT 250 from second fall to put SS back in to meet Gen Ed requirements.
There was discussion about the Math Core.  The note that discusses “higher level math” is being removed; this will be handled in advising.  All Math 100 should be changed to Math Core.  There was discussion about the total hours of the programs.
Expecting second readings for L. Shelek, R. Lucki, M. Kahl, T. Naples.  N. Albert asked if we had seen all programs for Series 51 compliance.  We have not seen Mechatronics, Power Plant Technology, and Nursing (working on a statewide curriculum).
