	D. Cresap explained that program assessment has demonstrated a lack of knowledge related to disease processes and medications when completing coding and transcription.  This course will provide administrative students who are not clinicians with content focused on the application of disease processes and pharmacologic basics to administrative coding and transcription skills.  There was little to no discussion.

J. Leath stated that our students are not prepared to use Exact Signed English and American Sign Language interchangeably. N. Glenn asked if all of the SL instructors can do this.  K. Herrington replied that there is one who can.  She has spoken with V. Riley about a full-time Program Director and they have decided to go with a part-time person so that the adjuncts who are well-networked in the deaf community can be maintained.  N. Glenn stated that if there is thought of a 2+2, they should be talking to L. Soly.  J. Leath stated that the Registry of Interpreters for the Deaf (RID) prefers a bachelor’s degree in Interpreting, but will accept one in English, History, Education, or Psychology.  N. Glenn suggested a change to the program name: Human Services Interpreter Training Program.  SL faculty agreed.
